The Stockholm Junior Water Prize (SJWP) is an
annual competition established in 1995
covering issues related exclusively to water
and involves students from High Schools and
Technical Schools. Through this international
competition, thousands of young people I
around the world develop personal interests, ’
undertake academic studies, and often pursue
careers in the water or environmental field.

The competition strengthens the interest of young individuals in the aquatic
environment both locally and globally. The International Final Competition takes place
during the World Water Week in Stockholm, around the end of August. The Stockholm
International Water Institute (SIWI) has the responsibility for the whole organization.

In each participating country,
SIWI co-operates with a local
organization, which in its
turn organizes the national
competition for the
Stockholm  Junior  Water
Prize.

Only projects selected by the national committees of each country can be accepted in
the Final.

Contestants may participate with practical, technical issues concerning the natural and
social science using innovative development methods and approach for solving
problems related to water. The SJWP is aimed at projects that embody youth creativity
and energy. This means: novel techniques developed by the students; innovative ways
of applying known techniques or even pioneering ways of tackling a known water
challenge.

The competition relates to issues which aim to improve the quality of life through the
improvement of water quality, the better treatment of water resources, the promotion
of water awareness, water and wastewater treatment, as well as social parameters
associated with water. Entries can involve either natural or social sciences, but also
subjects such as sports, health, art and music.

All projects must follow a research and testing approach including scientifically
acceptable methods of research, testing, recording and presenting results in
combination with statistical analysis at a practical level, aiming at the solution of
problems such as the improvement of quality and better water management. The SIWP
promotes projects that present actual impact on water related challenges, as opposed
to purely academic, theoretical approaches.

Projects should include references to the motive, the thinking process, the scientific
documentation and the result of the students’ work, but also to any business part of
the idea, i.e. the cost of construction / production. Any pilot implementation of the
project (conducting experiments, constructing a prototype, etc.), where possible, could
prove useful in presenting the project issue.

The proper structure of the project is very important and should present in a logical
order the topic, the objectives, the importance of the research and the relevance to the
topic of the Competition, the approach of collecting and processing data, the discussion
of the results and the conclusions, as well as the team's critical thinking regarding the
final results.

The project could focus on local, regional, national or global issues. If the research
project focuses on a local area, data on how the work could be implemented on a larger,
global scale should be taken into consideration and presented. It is important that the
possibility of a wider application is demonstrated, alongside implementation at a local
level.

The work should be submitted in English and should not exceed 20 A4-sized pages
(including the cover, any photos, diagrams, etc.) in Times New Roman font, size 12, line
spacing 1 %. All pages (except for the cover page) should be numbered.
The cover page can be artistically presented, but should include the following:
* The title of the project: "Entry to the Stockholm Junior Water Prize 2026 -
* The names of the students
* The school name and
* The country

The next page should include preliminary issues such as:
* The summary of the project
* Table of Contents
e A list of abbreviations and acronyms, used in the project
e Acknowledgments — In case participants receive technical support from higher
educational institutions such as Universities, they should indicate the degree of
assistance.

Deadlines / Procedures

to the final stage of the Cypriot Competition.

4. The selected candidates will make their oral presentation to the Jury on Saturday
25t of April 2026. The oral presentation of the work will be conducted in English
and cannot be supported by audiovisual equipment (i.e. PowerPoint presentation).

The International Final in Stockholm

The winners from all the countries participating in the Competition will take part in the
International Final during the World Water Week that takes place in Stockholm around
late August each year and consists of everyday social, educational and cultural events.
During their stay in Stockholm, the national winners will have the opportunity to meet
and learn a lot from the pioneers in water issues, from around the world. Additionally,
strong friendships and relationships with people who share the same passion for water
will be created. The highlights of the week include: The award ceremony usually in the
presence of HRH Princess Victoria, the Royal Banquet and many other educational and
recreative activities for the students

The Presentation of the Project in Stockholm

1. The written essay is evaluated by the International Jury.

2. During the competition, students have the opportunity to present their work
verbally and answer questions addressed by the Jury.

3. The presentation should be supported by an electronic or printed poster. This will
be decided by the International Organizers at a later stage.

Prizes

The school of the winning team that will be selected to represent Cyprus, will be
rewarded with a prize of €400. ‘

The Water Museum will cover travel and accommodation expenses of the students and
the supervising teacher in Stockholm.

The national Jury, at its discretion, may award Diplomas of Excellence to a number of
projects.

All participants and supervising teachers will receive certificates of participation.

The international winner of the Stockholm Junior Water Prize will be awarded a
monetary prize and a glass sculpture.

The International Jury, at its discretion, may award a Diploma of Excellence to various
other projects.

The Competition is complemented by the People’s Choice Award, where the audience
can vote for their favourite project.
